We DO NOT actually ‘hire’ the
dinghies to members. The ar-
rangement for using these boats
is one of TRUST, rather than
contract. If you, a member wish
to use a club dinghy then you
should first reserve it by entering
your requirement in the reserva-
tion book kept near the phone on
the bar. When you have used

the dinghy please ensure that
you make a donation to its up-
keep, placing your money in one
of the envelopes kept near the
reservation book, add your name
and date sailed, and place in the
donation box. A donation of £10
for each use should ensure that
we have sufficient funds to re-
pair and maintain the dinghies to
a high standard; less than this
will inevitably result in the dete-
rioration of the boats over time.
A donation of £5 for each use of
the junior club boats should cov-
er the cost of maintenance and
insurance for these craft.

We have a Usage log for all club
dinghies, as with the OOD & Safe-
ty boat log. When you have used a
club boat, we ask you to complete
the log so that the Club is aware
that the dinghy has been used and
we are then able to carry out any
maintenance ASAP. The log
should be placed in the clip holder
on the Daily Results board next to
the other logs please.

The Adult Learn to Sail Course will allow you to qualify to RYA (Royal Yachting Association) Sailing
Scheme, levels 1 and 2. These are internationally recognised qualifications and successful completion will allow
you to hire a dinghy at sailing centres across the UK and abroad.

The course comprises a majority of time on the water together with some on-shore teaching sessions covering
the following aspects:

rigging and ropework
how to safely launch and recover a dinghy
sailing techniques and manoeuvres
sailing theory and background
basic racing
meteorology
capsize recovery
In the initial stages of the course you will be accompanied at all times by an Instructor in the dinghy. You will

be surprised at how quickly you will progress to sailing in a dinghy without an Instructor. The Instructors will
however still be around in Safety Boats offering support and advice.

Wind and weather are unfortunately beyond our control, so whilst all the above items will be covered in depth,
the course will be tailored to fit in with the weather on the days concerned.

COST £180.00 : DEPOSIT of £50.00 to be paid no later than Friday 6™ May 2016 with the balance payable no
later than Saturday 7" May 2016.

As a follow up to the course, on three consecutive evenings from Friday 17" June you will be able to join in
sessions offering basic race training and the opportunity to improve your sailing skills with experienced sailors
on Friday evenings. These will help you understand the basic rules of racing and enable you to join in Club rac-
ing. These sessions are FREE. If there is sufficient demand we will try to arrange further development sessions.
Existing club members who want to 'brush up' on their sailing skills will also be welcome at these sessions.
