Commodoreôs Comments 

My time as Commodore has 

passed incredibly quickly and I 

would like to take this opportunity 

to thank all who have contributed 

towards the running of the club 

over the year, supported it both on 

and off the water, and also to those 

who represented us further afield, 

enjoying success competing in lo-

cal and national events. We are 

blessed with great facilities, but it 

is the membership that is the real 

fabric of Ogston Sailing Club and 

who make it such a great place to 

sail.  

The membership continues to hold 

stable and although we donôt yet 

have any sailing totals for the year 

I was surprised by the analysis of 

duty take up this year. Of the 

members that are eligible for du-

ties, a little over half completed 

their mandatory 3 duties. Unlike 

other larger clubs we donôt have 

the financial resources to provide 

paid safety crews, nor do we have 

any spare capacity in the number 

of members eligible for duties. For 

every member not completing a 

duty, that duty then falls on anoth-

er member to do an additional one. 

Sailing is not unique in that it com-

petes with other sports and leisure 

activities for our time, but it is 

unique in this regard. If we are to 

continue to promote sailing as an 

affordable and none elitist sport 

open to all, and at the same time 

provide the highest possible safe-

ty standards then duties are a nec-

essary requirement for all sailing 

members.  

A series of dates and objectives 

have been agreed with Severn 

Trent and the Ogston User Group 

with the aim of creating a number 

of wind corridors. Hopefully 

these will improve the sailing 

conditions in and around the des-

ignated areas. The dates will com-

prise a series of coordinated tasks 

such that Severn Trent will be 

cutting down the trees in the week 

and then a joint work party to be 

held on the following weekend 

will be responsible for the remov-

al of the brash and willow. Five 

dates are scheduled between now 

and the end of March. We really 

do need as many members as pos-

sible to attend. The dates will be 

advertised in advance, in both the 

newsletter, where possible and 

via the news email account closer 

to the time. Thanks in advance for 

your help.  

Harry Fisher, founder of the Har-

ry Fisher Trust which supports 

our young sailors, who sadly 

passed away in September 2014, 

bequeathed most of his estate to 

the Ashgate Hospice. This has 

been used to refurbish and update 

the old hospice which had be-

come unusable. Friends of Harry 

are invited to attend the opening on 

the afternoon of the 9th December.

Please remember that from the 1st 

November a wet or dry suit must 

be worn by everyone on the water. 

When you come down PLEASE 

SIGN ON printing your name 

clearly either to Race (blue sheet) 

or Social Sail (white sheet), if So-

cial sailing please also let the OOD 

know (via the radio) that you are 

sailing so that they can advise you 

where the racing will be happen-

ing.   Also remember to SIGN OFF 

when you have finished EACH 

RACE or when youôre packing up 

for the day if Social Sailing.   If 

you use a Club Boat can you please 

fill in a Usage Log and Diary with 

your details.   Any donations 

should be put in a little envelope 

with your name, date, boat used 

and amount and placed in the blue 

tin in the corridor.   Please can you 

put the Usage log in the bulldog 

clip on the Daily Results Board.    

If you sail outside of racing please 

can you fill out a Safety Log, a So-

cial Sail Sign On sheet and Club 

Boat log and Diary if used.   These 

are all together in the corridor on 

the Management and Sailing Com-

mittee noticeboard, the sheets then 

need to go onto the Daily Results 

Board.

Duties 2017 

The Duty Rosta will be available 

for signing up at the AGM on Fri-

day 25th Nov. Your attendance will 

ensure a good choice of dates. 

After this date, it will be available 

on the Dutyman website as usual. 

Please remember ï it is a require-

ment of club membership that all 

sailing members complete 3 duties 

per year. 

It has become apparent that quite a 

few members did not complete 

their full allocation of 3 duties this 

year. It has been decided that we 

should adopt a policy of auto allo-

cation in 2017 for those members 

who did not complete their full al-

location of duties during the 2016 

season. 

We will not implement this auto 

allocation policy until after 1st  

April 2017. 

If you are aware that you did not 

complete your full allocation of 3 

duties this year, then you have 

from the AGM until 1st April 2017 

to sign up before this policy is ap-

plied. 

Please remember, those members 

required to do the 3 duties are: 

¶ At least one adult from 

each family membership. 

But ALL members who sail 

and are over 16yrs are 

obliged to carry out 3 du-

ties per year. 

¶ One adult from each single 

adult membership. 

¶ One adult from each Youth 

membership or the Youth 

member if they are over 16 

years old. 

 

These duties should normally in-

clude 1 Saturday, 1 Sunday and 1 

Wednesday. 

We will be using this criteria 

when implementing the Auto al-

location policy outlined above.
