I am looking for
another volunteer to accompany
me this year. Two people are re-
quired as our pitch is right opposite
the pub and one person needs to
look after the boat while the other
one gets the drinks and bacon but-
ties in!

Things I wish I had learnt years
ago

This is the last in this gripping se-
ries. It would have continued for
some time, had my weekend at the
Enterprise Inland Championships
turned out very differently. Some
may have noted my parsimony
when it comes to spending on
boats. This stems from an early
experience at Sheffield Viking
when a young lad used to helm my
boat with me crewing. Instead of
finishing two minutes behind the
club’s top Enterprise sailor, as hap-
pened with me helming, we used to
finish a minute or so in front. Then
when I went to the Enterprise Na-
tionals at Looe, I remember finish-
ing one race sandwiched between
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two brand new boats. So instead of
spending money, I have concen-
trated on waiting till the deficien-
cies in my equipment was starting
to outweigh my deficiencies as a
helm. I was reliably informed last
year that that time had come, so
off I went and bought a new jib
and a day’s private tuition courtesy
of P & B. A new kicker and flya-
way pole was strongly recom-
mended, so more expense. Coinci-
dentally, major restoration of my
hull was required over the winter,
and Philip Wilson has transformed
my Enterprise into a sleek and
beautiful beast with silky smooth
paintwork. What’s more, all the
controls work!

When you combine that with long
hours of study of the mechanics of
upwind sailing, faithfully repeated
in these columns, my expectations
for the Inlands were sky high. And
guess who came last? Even the
boat that retired in Race 2 and nev-
er reappeared on the course beat
me! So, did I respond to gusts and
lulls as I should, keeping the boat
flat at all times? Well, most of the
time, yes. Did I concentrate on ac-
celerating to maximum speed be-
fore pointing high to make best
VMG? But of course! So what
could have gone wrong? It appears
that starting in the third row and
sailing in everybody else’s dirty air
for the first 5 minutes is slow. So
is missing all the shifts up the beat
and to add the icing on the cake, so
is the requirement to do 720 turns
every time you get in someone’s
way. Life is full of ‘if onlys’ as
Martin Honnor will tell you if you
ask him nicely, but my moment of
glory was so tantalisingly close.
Many years ago, | competed at an

Open at Pennine and was very
pleased with my 8" place in one
of the races, only to discover that
the last placed sailor had success-
fully protested the entire fleet for
rounding a mark the wrong way.
Only he had sailed the correct
course, gifting him 1% place. I
vowed always to sail the course
rather than follow the guys in
front from then on in case one
day I too could bask in the
warmth of a 1% place. But who
would have thought that this
would happen at the National In-
land Championships? Surely,
there is always a lead boat. The
OK fleet were competing on the
same course and started 5 minutes
before the Enterprises. It appears
that they were led around suc-
cesfully by the lead boat, but the
Enterprises were left to their own
devices and the first boat to cor-
rectly round the ‘W’ mark was in
15" position at the time. Unfortu-
nately, I had chosen to make my
best start of the weekend and was
further up the fleet contending
with some of the helms that I
rarely see, except in the bar after-
wards! The boat in 15" position
ended up finishing 2™ due to the
number of disqualifications of
faster boats — and I had been in
front of him! Helas, c’est la vie!
